Any brand of AA, AAA,
C, D and 9V batteries (both rechargeable and
non-rechargeable) are accepted.

PRINTER CARTRIDGES

Drop off printer cartridges at any Officeworks store,
or participating Australia Post, Harvey Norman,
The Good Guys and JB Hi-Fi stores.

Used or empty Inkjet cartridges, toner cartridges and
toner bottles are accepted. This includes cartridges
used in printers, photocopiers and fax machines.
